TWA's proposed utilities are necessary to support the water, wastewater and reuse water needs of the
new district. TWA has the project broken into three phases which includes the initial infrastructure to
facilitate the next two phases referred to as Phase 0, the central North-South Road and NeoCity Way
East of N-S Road referred to as Phase 1, and the NeoCity Way West of N-S Road referred to as Phase 2.
Phase 0 has been fully designed and constructed and is ready to facilitate the next two phases. The cost
for each phase is as follows:

Phase 0: $974,000 for construction, $86,000 for design, permitting, and survey. Both cost have already
been encumbered by TWA.

Phase 1: $3.87M for construction, $320,000 has already been encumbered by TWA for design,
permitting, and survey.

Phase 2: $568,000 for construction, $172,000 for design, permitting, and survey.

Currently, TWA has design plans nearly completed for Phase 1 with a planned bid date of September
2018. The project is planned to be under construction in October 2018. Phase 2 will begin design in fiscal
year 2019 and will be ready for biding at the end of the fiscal year.

A vacant 500-acre property located in Osceola County adjacent to Neptune Road (CR 525) is proposed to
be developed into a master-planned technology district referred to as NeoCity. The NeoCity project is a
multi-use community that will focus on industry-based development for emerging technologies. The
implementation of this vison/program which consists of industrial research and development (R&D)
spaces, office, retail, and residential uses will contribute to the economic well-being of the local
community and promote regional development opportunities.

The proposed program includes: 8.5M sf of Office /R&D, 691K sf of Industrial, and 1,700 multi-family
residential units.

The investment in public infrastructure improvements/expansions to serve the project will facilitate the
building of construction of new industry and supporting uses resulting the creation of 34,300 permanent
jobs in Osceola County (at full build out-50 year horizon) with a labor income projected at $4.7 billion
and at a total economic output of $15.5 billion. The proposed development will lead to increased
workforce opportunities by the creation of an estimated 26,900 direct jobs and 40,700 indirect jobs.

1.F

The NeoCity Project is a master planned multi-use community that will create the most significant and
comprehensive global center for smart sensor, photonics, and nano-technology research and
development. NeoCity will bring job creation and talent development to Osceola County that will have
local, regional, national and international impacts. The economic opportunity created will have
tremendous benefits to the community. NeoCity has a 50-year buiid-out/horizon with substantial job



creation, diversified employment base, increased incomes, and local tax revenues. It is anticipated that
the project will have the following economic impact at build-out:

Summary:

The Board of Supervisors is requested to authorize the Executive Director or the Deputy
Executive Directors to execute Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (DEQ)
Grant applications on behalf of the Authority for the NeoCity project and any future
projects.

The DEO, in partnership with Enterprise Florida®, has developed the Florida Job Growth
Grant Fund (F.S. 288.101) to provide public infrastructure grants to ‘promote economic
activity by improving public infrastructure and enhanced workforce training.’

The Osceola County NeoCity project is developing a 500 acre property adjacent to
Neptune Road as a master-planned technology district providing significant regional
economic activity. The NeoCity TWA Utilities Project will install approximately
11,300 LF or water mains, 7,850 LF of force mains, 8,600 LF of reclaimed water mains,
3,400 LF of gravity sewer, and lift station improvements over three phases to directly
support the NeoCity development.

An application for approximately $7,150,000 in DEO grant funding has been prepared.
As part of the application package, the Board is required to provide authorization to
execute the grant application. Staff is requesting the Board to authorize the Executive
Director or Deputy Executive Director to execute the DEO grant application for the
NeoCity project and future DEO grants if any become available.
