PURPOSE/SCOPE:

The purpose of this plan is to ensure that the Agency for Workforce Innovation is prepared to
respond to emergencies using all systems, plans and resources necessary to preserve the health,
safety and welfare of customers, associates and tenants within any facility occupied and/or owned
by the Agency for Workforce Innovation.

I. AUTHORITY
Chapter 284.50, Florida Statutes, State Risk Management and Safety Programs
Rule 69H-2.007, Florida Administrative Code, Loss Prevention Programs

I1. POLICY
It 1s the policy of AWI to follow the operating procedures established in the Agency’s
Safety Plan and to adhere to this policy and all identified authority within this policy. All
AWI employees are expected to comply with the provisions of this policy. This plan is
designed to:

@ Establish procedures for the safe, timely and orderly evacuation of facilities.

° Set forth responsibilities that are primary and supportive to save life and property.

. Provide education that will assure the prompt response and reporting of hazardous
situations/incidents.

e Allow immediate initiation of correct safety procedures.

. Provide procedures to continue or quickly restart services to meet the workforce

needs of employers and other customers.

This plan is applicable to staff in the Caldwell Building and to all other Agency staff
in the absence of a more specific local safety plan. If a more specific local safety
plan exists, for example with staff working in jointly managed programs in the
regional workforce boards, that plan should be followed in the event of an
emergency.

It is understood that local county officials will issue specific primary instructions
regarding closure and reopening of local facilities.
