Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) program is a federal program that provides
assistance to dislocated workers as a result of foreign trade. TAA helps retrain,
retool, and rebuild the American workforce.

The U.S. Department of Labor has the sole responsibility to determine if the criteria \O
have been met and issues an official determination. An approved petition is
“certified” and generally covers all members of the worker group who are separated
or threatened with separations.

DETERMINE ELIGIBILITY

Each worker receives instructions on how to apply for an individual determination of
the Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) program and income support, Trade
Readjustment Allowances (TRA), in the form of weekly income support to workers who
are enrolled in full-time training.

The Local TAA Coordinator will determine whether you meet all qualifying
requirements for TAA. The State Trade Program Unit will determine whether you meet
all qualifying requirements for TRA.

Notification of your eligibility will be mailed to you.

IMPORTANT DATES
Once you are determined eligible for TAA, contact your local CareerSource FL Career Center
immediately. There are important deadlines that you must meet when applying for each service. A
career center staff will supply you with TAA benefit information that explains these deadlines and
can guide you through each step.

Training - up to 130 weeks of classroom/online training in occupational skills, Adult Basic Education, General Educational
Development apprenticeship or up to 104 weeks in an OHT (On-the-Job) training

Job Search Allowance - Reimbursement for costs of seeking employment outside of the worker’s normal, 10-mile commuting
area

Relocation Allowance - Reimbursement for costs of seeking employment outside of the worker‘s normal, 10-mile commuting
area

Reemployment Trade Adjustment Assistance (RTAA) - Workers age 50 or over who get reemployed full-time at a reduced
salary and earn $50,000 or less each year may receive 50% wage subsidy for up to $10,000 over 2 years

Health Coverage Tax Credit (HCTC) - Congress allowed the HCTC program to expire on December 31, 2021. For more
information, visit the Internal Revenue Service website at h_ttps:[Ewww.irs.gov credits-deductions/individuals/hctc.
