The City of LaBelle, Florida in Hendry County has the highest unemployment in the
State. The project is part of the South Central Rural Areas of Opportunity. Rural Areas
of Opportunity (RAO) are defined as rural communities, or a region composed of rural
communities, that have been adversely affected by extraordinary economic events or
natural disasters. The RAO establishes the region as a priority for State economic
development support in the way of grants, tax credits and other partnerships and
incentives. LaBelle is also a historic Main Street city. Additionally, Hendry County is part
of the President's Promise Zones for priority incentives and funding for area of severe
need for economic revitalization. This project will be the first of its kind for the small,
economically challenged community providing for permanent new jobs, millions of
dollars of investment and revitalization of the local economy through new demands for
services and resources, and new positive growth that will provide improved tax
revenues and commerce for the future.

The project is in a Rural Area of Economic Opportunity, the downtown of a Main Street
community and within a Federal Promise Zone. The area is predominantly low income,
as defined by the US HUD. The new commercial businesses and residential
development will provide for permanent jobs, private investment, new demand for goods
and services, spin off development, improved tax base, improved quality of life through
services, new homes and new infrastructure as well as future new business
development. The rural, low income community will reap many benefits for the
foreseeable future from the significant investment this project will bring. 32+ full time
positions are expected from construction and service businesses.

The Southwest Florida Promise Zone is a collaborative, evidence-based approach
putting citizens and local leaders at the center of federal solutions. The Promise Zone
designation is a significant federal-government wide initiative in partnership with state
and local governments and community partners to reduce poverty, create jobs and
promote economic development in rural Southwest Florida. This initiative helps Hendry
County implement strategies uniquely suited to our area, expanding educational
opportunities, increasing economic activity, improving community infrastructure,
leveraging private investment and improving public safety. Promise Zones receive
priority access to federal investments that further their strategic plans, federal staff on
the ground to help them implement their goals, and five full-time AmeriCorps VISTA
members to recruit and manage volunteers and strengthen the capacity of the Promise
Zone initiatives. Promise Zone designations will have a term of ten years and may be
extended as necessary to capture the full term of availability of the Promise Zone tax
incentives if enacted by Congress. Significant spin off job growth is expected.

Private investment will consist of cash on hand for private commercial
site and building improvements as well as adjacent new residential facilities and
amenities. Private investments is anticipated to be 3 or 4 to one for Job Growth
grant funds, not including future spin off and expansion from available new public

infrastructure.
