The proposed project will assist in the economic recovery of the area and economic enhancement of a
Targeted Industry, Aerospace-Space Technology, by investing in public infrastructure adjacent to an
aerospace software company and Small Business Administration Work Force Training site that makes
the area attractive to an in-demand millennial workforce.
