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STATE RAPID RESPONSE PROGRAM

FloridaCommerce's State Rapid Response Program serves as Florida’s Dislocated Worker
Coordination Unit, as required by the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act.

FLORIDA’S LOCAL WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT BOARDS

Local Workforce Development Boards (LWDBs) provide Rapid Response services when employers
submit layoff and business closing notices under the Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification
(WARN) Act or when there is an announcement or notification of a permanent closure (regardless of the
number of affected employees), a mass layoff (affecting 50 or more workers), a mass job dislocation
resulting from a natural or other disaster, or when a Trade Adjustment Assistance petition is filed.

In support of Rapid Response activities, FloridaCommerce has a Mobile Career Center that can be
deployed across the state to respond to layoffs and participate in job fairs upon request. The Mobile
Career Center offers a full array of employment, reemployment and employer services. Internet access
is available for filing reemployment assistance claims, searching Employ Florida, and other job banks.
