Narratives
Disaster Damage:

Hurricane Michael devasted the Panhandle, damaging or destroying over 340,000 homes. Of those
homes that suffered major to severe damage, approximately 21,770 (over 56%) Florida
homeowners were low-to-moderate income (LMI) families. Many of these homes will require
elevation above base flood elevation, adding significant costs to the recovery phase. Many families
have been displaced from their homes and are seeking temporary housing assistance, which is
limited due to the storm’s impact. The unmet needs assessment provided evidence that Hurricane
Michael left devastating impacts on the state of Florida. Businesses have suffered, tourism has
declined and labor markets were impacted as well. Hurricane Michael also caused substantial
damage to commercial and residential properties.

Recovery Needs:

HUD defines “unmet needs” as those financial resources necessary to recover from a disaster that
are not likely to be addressed by other sources of funds by accounting for the various forms of
assistance available to, or likely to be available to, affected communities (e.g., projected FEMA
funds) and individuals (e.g., estimated insurance) and use the most recent available data to
estimate the portion of need unlikely to be addressed by insurance proceeds, other Federal
assistance, or any other funding sources (thus producing an estimate of unmet need).1 Florida’s
current unmet needs across HUD defined focus areas (housing, economy and infrastructure).
Findings show substantial unmet recovery needs in the economic sector with significant needs
remaining in the infrastructure and housing sectors.
Substantial impacts from Hurricane Michael have produced significant unmet needs across Florida’s
panhandle. Although each county within the presidentially declared disaster area is still recovering,
those directly impacted by Hurricane Michael’s storm surge at landfall (Bay, Gulf and Jackson
counties) appear to have the largest impacts and remaining unmet needs. Unlike the hurricanes of
2016 and 2017, which largely affected households, Hurricane Michael’s strength also took a heavy
toll on the region’s infrastructure and economy. Significant resources will be required to rebuild and
replace damaged homes and communities and ensure their resiliency to future natural disasters.

Michael
Housing- Housing Repair Program (HRRP) - 100
The Dept. of Economic Opportunity opened the Rebuild Florida Housing Repair and Replacement Program for Hurricane
Michael on January 29, 2021. This program serves eligible LMI applicants with rehabilitation or replacement of Hurricane
Michael damaged homes. The program serves 12 most impacted and distressed counties, as identified both by HUD and
DEO, which include Holmes, Washington, Bay, Jackson, Calhoun, Gulf, Liberty, Franklin, Gadsden, Wakulla, Leon, and Taylor.
At the close of the quarter, the program has notified 1,154 applicants that they are eligible for the program and conducted
award and grant agreement signing with over 500 applicants.  During Q4 from October 1, 2021 â¿¿ December 31, 2021, the
Rebuild Florida Program continued progress in the construction phase of the program, assigning an additional 315
construction projects to state-procured general contractors to initiate rehabilitation, reconstruction, or replacement.  45
homes completed construction in quarter 4 2021, returning another 45 LMI homeownerâ¿¿s home. Number of Citizen
Complaints Received: There were six total complaints for Michael Housing in Q4 2021.
#1
Nature: The constituent sent in a complaint to program staff stating that what is being replaced is not according to the
housing plans.
Response: Program staff acknowledged the email and followed up with the constituent through a phone call.
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Resolution: Program staff confirmed the home layout and plan with the constituent.
#2
Nature: The constituent sent in a complaint stating that they did not receive help for tree removal, food loss, or lodging.
Response: Program staff sent an acknowledgment email to the constituent.
Resolution: The constituent thanked program staff for providing an update.
#3
Nature: The applicant believes that the program is showing favor to those who donâ¿¿t really need help. The applicant
requested program staff contact her regarding her file.
Response and Resolution: Program staff provided information on the application process for Hurricane Michael, as well as
resources for the applicant to contact.
#4
Nature: The applicant reached out to program staff in regard to their DOB gap refund payment.
Response: Program staff called the applicant and had no email to follow up the call with. Also, program staff are reviewing
the applicant's file. Along with continuing attempts to contact the applicant.
Resolution: Program staff made an additional attempt to contact the applicant to confirm progress. The applicant will receive
the funds once processed.
#5
Nature: A constituent left a complaint with no description.
Response: Program staff contacted the constituent to see what the nature of the inquiry is.
Resolution: Program staff is waiting on a response from the constituent.
#6
Nature: Applicant contacted program staff on size of home and went over what they had signed.
Response and Resolution: Program staff received an update that they will be receiving a larger home.

Housing - Voluntary Home Buyout - 200
The Voluntary Home Buyout program (VHB) is a Community Development Block Grant â¿¿ Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR)
program that awards grants to units of local government that wer impact by Hurricane Michael. The program encourages
risk reduction through the voluntary sale (and subsequent DEO purchase) of residential property in high flood-risk areas. The
program leverages FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funding when possible.
DEO conducts monitoring and oversight of the subrecipient activities and provides technical assistance and guidance to
ensure that proposed project activities are eligible per federal regulations and that activities are completed within the
prescribed performance period.
DEO staff has awarded three counties that submitted their applications by November 30, 2020.  DEO staff conducted onsite
visits to meet with each awardee and see the project sites in person. After the physical visits, DEO provided Scope of Work
(SOW) templates and instructions to each awardee. In conjunction with DEO staff, every awardee refined their SOW as
needed and all have since been approved. The Subrecipient Agreements for the three counties were fully executed by DEO
between October and December 2021.

Economic Revitalization - Workforce Recovery Training - 300
DEO continues to work with awardees to draft subrecipient agreement language to ensure all subrecipient questions and
concerns are addressed. The subrecipient agreement with Tallahassee Community College (TCC) is nearing finalization and
is anticipated to be provided to TCC for signature in the first quarter of 2022 for execution. The subrecipient agreement with
Chipola College (CC) is also nearing finalization and is also anticipated to be provided to CC in the first quarter of 2022 for
execution.

Economic Revitalization -Hometown Revitalization Program - 400
The Rebuild Florida Hometown Revitalization Programâ¿¿s original application cycle was from November 18, 2020 through
February 16, 2021 for 12 counties in Northwest Florida that suffered an economic impact as a direct result of the October
2018 Hurricane Michael storm. Due to the complexity of this program, including the level of detailed information required,
subrecipients were granted additional time to generate local interest in the opportunity and to gather information from small
businesses that potentially might want to participate in the program. 
The application deadline was extended 60 days, from February 16, 2021 until April 16, 2021 to allow for local units of
government, state agencies, community revitalization agencies, community development districts, and community-based
development organizations to formulate project plans enabling eligible business to participate in the economic revitalization
of  their storm-impacted communities. 
The second quarter of 2021 was utilized by program staff to review and score applications, conduct virtual and physical site
visits and provide technical assistance to potential subrecipients. In the third quarter, after the Governorâ¿¿s press release
announcing awarded projects (on August 4th, 2021), staff sent 24 intent to award letters to 24 project contacts.  Staff has
since provided onboarding and technical assistance to awardees while they drafted their scopes of work (SOWs). In the
fourth quarter, the program has received 23 SOWs and out of those, 17 have been approved. The staff has continued
working with the awardees by providing feedback and continuing to refine the remaining SOWs. Upon the fina review an
approval of the SOWs, staff has begun the process of developing Subrecipient Agreements to prepare for signatures and
execution.

Infrastructure - 500
The Hurricane Michael Infrastructure grant is a traditional Community Development Block Grant - Disaster Recovery (CDBG-
DR) Program that will assist the communities of the Florida Panhandle who were most impacted. The Hurricane Michael
Infrastructure team has opened and closed the application process for the first round funding for the devastated areas.
Eligible activities within this program may include, but are not limited to, the following: Restoration of infrastructure
damaged by Hurricane Michael (such as water and sewer facilities, streets, removal of debris, drainage, bridges, etc.);
Demolition and rehabilitation of publicly or privately owned commercial or industrial buildings; Re-nourishment of protective
coastal dunes systems and state beaches; Repairs to damaged buildings that are essential to the health, safety and welfare
of a community when repairs to these buildings constitutes an urgent need (this can include police stations, fire stations,
parks and recreational centers, community and senior centers, hospitals, clinics, homeless shelters, schools and educational
facilities and other public properties, including properties serving as emergency shelters); and repairs to water lines and
systems, sewer lines and systems, drainage and flood mitigation systems.

The Rebuild Florida General Infrastructure Program has begun the subrecipient award process and is working toward
contract execution and project implementation. Between the dates of March 17, 2021 and April 2, 2021, DEO program staff
conducted physical site visits on twenty-four (24) potential project sites.  Following the completion of the site visit process,
DEO leadership decided to move forward with awarding of twenty-two (22) projects that most completely fulfill our
obligation(s) to restoring infrastructure in the most impacted and distressed counties of Florida's declared counties.

On May 6, 2021, DEO announced the awarding of the first $111,516,145.00 of funding for the Rebuild Florida General
Infrastructure Round 1.  Additionally, the Letters of Award for Rebuild Florida General Infrastructure Round 1 were emailed to

To date, DEO does not have finalized agreements with any of the twenty-two (22) subrecipients. DEO has developed
subrecipient agreements and partially begun the internal review routing/review process. 

On September 3, 2021 DEO program staff submitted an initial subrecipient agreement into the internal routing and review
process.  The remaining twenty-one (21) subrecipient agreements will be submitted into the routing and review process,
pending feedback and amendments from both DEO Legal and CGA.

On September 28, 2021 DEO program staff hosted an "Onboarding Webinar" for the twenty-two (22) Round 1 Rebuild Florida
General Infrastructure Repair Program subrecipients.  This webinar provided the awardees generalized guidance on what to
expect in their subrecipient agreements, program expectations, and program guidelines.  Upon completion of DEO internal
routing/review process for the subrecipient agreements, the subrecipients will be provided the agreements for execution.
The Program has begun working with the subrecipients on the Environmental Review and Procurement processes and
outlined standards and expectations when the process reaches those points.

On June 18, 2021, DEO opened the Rebuild Florida General Infrastructure Round 2 application cycle.  For Round 2, a total of
$111,516,145.00 will be available for eligible infrastructure projects.  An Application Webinar took place on June 29, 2021,
detailing the application process and eligibility requirements.

The application cycle for Round 2 of the Rebuild Florida General Infrastructure Repair Program (Program) closed on
September 17, 2021.  The Program received a total of seventy (70) applications, totaling a requested $399,073,646.05 in
funding, with a total of $111,516,145.00 in available funding.  The Program has scored 68 of the 70 received applications (2
were deemed ineligible). 

Between November 30 and December 2, 2021, Program Staff conducted Pre-Award Site Visits on 30 of the 70 received
applications.  A "Program Recommendations to Award" list has been provided to leadership for review (December 17,2021).
To date, the Program has not awarded any funds on the Round 2 applications.

The Housing Repair and Replacement Program is actively continuing efforts to certify eligibility and complete Homeowner
Contract Signings for phase 1 applicants in MID counties through it's tiered review process, while also awarding repair,
replacement, and reconstruction projects to state procured general contractors. In Q4, HRRP DEO Construction staff focused
their efforts on building out the Invoicing process within the system of record (Canopy). As the amount of construction projects
completed increased, DEO ensured there were adequate and efficient procedures in place within Canopy for contractors to
submit requests for reimbursement, as well as a defined process flow to accompany those requests. This has resulted in the
approval and subsequent disbursement of 48 construction project invoices to date. In efforts to promote active awareness to
FRN requirements by way of data analysis and reporting, DEO is tracking the direct expenditures of each project on a broad
level view to ensure 80% of the allocated funding is expended within the HUD designated MID areas.  
DEO is committed to providing the best possible customer service to our most vulnerable populations by working with various
parties to ensure their disaster recovery needs are met.

On September 3, 2021 DEO program staff submitted an initial subrecipient agreement into the internal routing and review
process.  The remaining twenty-one (21) subrecipient agreements will be submitted into the routing and review process,
pending feedback and amendments from both DEO Legal and CGA.
On September 28, 2021 DEO program staff hosted an "Onboarding Webinar" for the twenty-two (22) Round 1 Rebuild Florida
General Infrastructure Repair Program subrecipients.  This webinar provided the awardees generalized guidance on what to
expect in their subrecipient agreements, program expectations, and program guidelines.  Upon completion of the DEO internal
routing/review process for the subrecipient agreements, the subrecipients will be provided the agreements for execution.

An adjacent 10,000 square foot services building; (c) Onsite stormwater management; (d) A parking area; and  (e) A more
accessible helipad.
